Dear Dr. Kazuo Emi,

I was expecting a question from you who did a similar study using Betaxolol eyedrops.  As you know Betaxolol has been shown to have vasodilating properties theoretically involving also orbital vessels with subsequent reduction of resistive index and some variations in blood velocity.  The reasons why I found no change in CDI measurements may be: (1) no or minimal systemic absorption of the slowly released 0.25% Betaxolol suspension (you used 0.5% solution) as proved by unchanged blood pressure and heart rate;  (2) short follow-up of comparatively young patients with presumably good blood flow autoregulation;  (3) as you suggest, different race of your and my patients.  I am glad you agree that a further large scale controlled study is needed before reaching a definite conclusion.  We have the same color-doppler imaging equipment, and this is a good starting point!
